Rules and Regulations of the Park 

These are dangerous sports that could result in serious injury or death, 
participate at your own risk. 

Helmets and pads MUST be worn at all times. 

This area is for the use of skateboards, in-line skates and BMX bikes ONLY 

All children under the age of 10 years must be accompanied by an adult at all 
times. 

This park has a zero tolerance on graffiti. Graffiti is an act of vandalism. 
Offenders will be prosecuted. 

Dangerous when dark or wet. Please allow surfaces to dry out completely before 
use. 

No alcohol or drugs allowed within the skatepark vicinity. 

All users are responsible for keeping the skatepark area clean and tidy at all 
times. 

Protect your property. Neither the Village Hall Management Committee nor the 
Wickham Market Parish Council accept any responsibility for the damage, loss or 
theft of personal property. 

In an emergency call 999. (Public telephone situated on the Market Hill) 

Please respect the times when the park is closed to casual use because of 
organised activities and competitions. 

Caution. The surrounding area is used by the general public. Please only skate 
and ride in the designated area. 



Code of Conduct 

Show courtesy at all times to other users. 

Be friendly and welcome visitors to the park. 

Be patient with younger members and inexperienced riders and skaters, advise 
them on the safe use of the park. 

Wait until the obstacle is not in use before attempting to use it! Failure to do so 
can result in collision with other park users. 

A run constitutes the use of any given obstacle or combination of obstacles until 
the continuous motion comes to a stop. For example, a skateboarder jumps off 
their skateboard, fails to pull off a trick or stops after an obstacle, the run is over. 

When your run is over, withdraw from the course to a position outside the 
obstacles. Wait until all other users have completed their run before attempting to 
use any obstacles.
